DECLARATION

1. I hereby declare that I have read the Student Residence regulations and other rules applicable in the dormitory, including the Regulation No. 46 of the Rector of the Jagiellonian University dated May 6, 2025, § 7, introducing the obligation to pay a refundable deposit for the use of a place in a student dormitory in the amount of one month's fee; the refundable deposit is to be paid in the first month of accommodation, and I feel obliged to comply with them.
2. I am aware that the 30 days delay in paying the rent (from the date of deadline of payment; according to § 24 of Attachment 3 to Jagiellonian University`s Rector`s Regulation No. 113 , September 7th 2022; the Regulations of benefits for students and doctoral students) authorizes the administration to deprive me of the housing assignment. I declare pay the monthly rate by the 10th of each month on individual bank account number (except for payment for October 2025). I hereby agree to pay statutory interests whenever I fail to meet the deadline.
3. I am financially responsible for any damage caused to the furnishing and the room during my stay in there.

4. I feel obliged to immediately notify of any defects should they appear.

5. I undertake to report (by email to: bydgoska@bratniak.krakow.pl or nawojka@bratniak.krakow.pl or piast@bratniak.krakow.pl or, zaczek@bratniak.krakow.pl) any faults and deficiencies in the room assigned to me within 7 days from the check-in day. At the same time 
I acknowledge that lack of such a notification can result in charging me for the defects and damage found in my room.

6. I am aware of the fact that I am financially responsible for all the unreported damage and defects.

7. I am aware of the fact that it is strictly forbidden to cover the fire detectors in the rooms and public areas on the premises of the dormitory. 

8. I take full responsibility for the key to my room. I am obliged to pay for recoding or replacing the locks in case of damage to or loss of the key. 

9. I am fully responsible for all the unreported damage done by my room-mates if they check out of the room first and have not covered the costs.

10. I am aware of the fact that I might be asked by the administration to move to another room in a situation when there is one resident in a double occupancy room or in case of repairs. If I do not agree to be re-accommodated to a vacant place in a double room or to accommodate a second person to a double room occupied by myself- I agree to be charged 175% of the rate for a place in a double room.
11. I undertake to check out and return all student equipment rented out to me in due time (the dates of checking out will be announced by the Administration).

12. I have acquainted myself with the announcements on the Administration notice board  and I commit myself to reading announcements up to date. 

13. I acknowledge that I am obliged to register in the Cracow City Council at 10 Powstania Warszawskiego Street in person.

14. I undertake to use the kitchen and laundry in a proper way and to keep common areas clean.

15. I feel obliged to leave the building whenever disinfestations take place for the time appointed in relevant announcements.

16. I am aware that except for the designated areas SMOKING IS BANNED on the entire premises, including students rooms.

17. I authorize Administration Office to use my deposit to cover outstanding accommodation fees, damages or costs of an unwarranted the State Fire Service intervention (in accordance with the Regulation No. 46 of the Rector of the Jagiellonian University dated May 6, 2025, § 7 points 4 and 5).

18. I undertake to acquaint and practice evacuation’s rules located in each room. 
19. I commit myself that if I lose a place at a student's home, I will move out from it immediately, not later than within 7 days. I agree to pack my stuff through the dormitory Administration, and store them up at my expense.
THE RULES CONCERNING RESIDENT`S BEHAVIOUR IN CASE OF DANGER

In case of evacuation due to danger, the following regulations have to be observed:

1. Evacuated people are led to the appointed places.

2. The commands of the rescue team leader must be strictly obeyed.

3. It is necessary to unplug the computer equipment as well as to turn off and secure all the electric equipment and to turn off the water.

4. It is necessary to shut all the windows.

5. All people leaving the building (after being given the command to evacuate) should take their ID, personal belongings and go to the assembly point.

6. The doors must be left unlocked.

7. Evacuated residents should stay in the appointed place of evacuation until they are informed what to do next e.g. return to their rooms, perform another action etc.

In case of danger from toxic substances everyone is obliged to:

          a) immediately shut all the doors, windows and vents.

          b) prepare masks or cloths soaked with water to protect the upper respiration tract.

 c) refrain from eating, smoking and doing work that requires significant physical effort.

 d) air thoroughly all the rooms after the alarm has been cancelled.

4. A WISH TO CHECK OUT EARLIER SHOULD BE REPORTED 7 DAYS BEFORE THE DEPARTURE DAY with effect from the first day of the month following the date of submission of the notification (Regulation No. 45 of the Rector of the Jagiellonian University dated April 30, 2025, Annex No. 3 §18 point 3)".

Period over which personal data will be stored.
